	Children and Young People  - Ruth Moverley
	Ruth Moverley started by talking about a report in the Observer dated 18/04/08. RM then gave a brief report and spoke about the Roadshow and Open Day we held at the beginning of last year. In general the key issues affecting Tonyrefail are drugs and alcohol and anti-social behaviour. One of the key issues affecting young people is the lack of confidence.

Ruth Moverley then went on to discuss the Fframwaith draft policy for Children and Young People Plan.

Kim Willis talked about E3 and explained the programme of activities available. Kim Willis then leaves the meeting.

Debbie Sheppard and Frank Connor-Hughes then introduced themselves as the detached youth workers covering Tonyrefail and Gilfach Goch. They then gave an outline of their work roles. Frank Connor-Hughes said that it would be good to see young people attend meetings like this one.

Chris Thomas asked the youth workers if they are working on a specific target or workplan?

Debbie Sheppard stated that they are currently concentrating on Bryngolau and Tyn-y-Bryn.

Debbie Page-Evans then introduced herself as the Area Youth Worker covering Tonyrefail, Coedely, and Gilfach Goch.  A discussion is then had by the group with regard to youths in area. Thomas Crockett stated that maybe we look at using the £5,000 Equality and Diversity money to connect with the disengaged groups. He stated that we needed to start thinking about spending the money. One of the other Community First Areas are using money for a Youth Drop in centre and to pay session workers.

Group discuss Youth Forum and Cheryl Harris nominated Amy Harris to work in forum.

They have met with important staff at the Assembly who are working on the Consultation and there will be minor alterations made. Communities First is moving to Communities Next but will still be known as Communities First at local level.

Group discuss targets and objectives of Communities Next.

Chair stated that the Steering Group would do a letter of support for CFSN to send to the Welsh Assembly Government and also a letter of support for Thoams Crockett who had also given a lot of support to the partnership over the years..

	Tonyrefail Environment Association – Mr Ian Turner 
	Since September 2007 TEA had been independent from Communities First and successfully obtained funding for three and a half thousand pounds. Members of the group have attended various courses, which are educational and ongoing.

Ian explained that there was two sided to the groups work. The first being trying to tidy-up Tonyrefail by doing litter picks, river cleans and cutting back hedges etc. There is a team of approx twelve local volunteers, which includes two or three youths.

The second side is the habitat care and small mammal study and conservation.

They meet every second Thursday of the month at St.Georges Day Centre. Ian invites everyone to attend.
