	Minutes of Last Meeting and Matters Arising There from
Action Groups

Environment.

Ian Turner Discussed this Action Group.

On 01/09/06 the 1st meeting was held and the 2nd meeting was on the 02/10/06. A litter pick was organised for Sat 12th October at Tyn-y-Bryn Park. Was a good turnout and lots of litter was collected. Main areas that need to be focused on are roads, bridal paths and open areas. Litter pick is to be repeated in the new year. Action Group to collaborate with Ben Williams from Keep Wales Tidy and to do a clean up of the river. Also to encourage schools to work alongside the projects. Future plans – Need to become a constituted group to be able to get access to a bank account and funds which would cover insurance and uniforms. Lissa explained that it would start with small walks then eventually get to longer walks, every walk needs to be risk assessed. Next meeting is 11th December 2006.
