Chair asked if KS had received the list of Partnership Members? AP confirmed that it had been sent.

	4.Andy Phillips –Credit Event, Community Development Update
	The Finance Event is taking place on the 7th October 2008 in Tonyrefail Comprehensive Lower School Hall. There will be two sessions, one at 1pm and the other at 7pm

AP explained that we have leaflets to distribute and the group were invited to take some. 

Tickets for the event are free but we need to know who wants to go, as spaces are limited to 65 per session.

AP then gives a brief outline of the event and stated that we now have to advertise the event in the Community.

The cost of Event is £1,000 plus the buffet of £63

A discussion then takes place about the event whereby AP confirms that Catering Direct are the only caterers we can book and that the event will be in the Observer and broadcast on GTFM. The group stated that there were problems with receiving GTFM broadcasts in Tonyrefail. AP will contact other radio stations to request some advertising space.  

The group expressed an interest in having some of the ticket allocation to distribute.

Chair asked AP if the group were needed to assist on the day of the event. AP suggested that they could man the Communities First Stand.

RM asked how many young people would be attending in the afternoon session?

AP will have information in next couple of days.

Chair suggested that water was purchased for refreshments on the day.

Conversational Welsh AP informed the group that the community would like us to provide a Conversational Welsh Coffee Morning. We have a tutor named Heulwen Jones who can deliver course. The cost will be £40 per week, which is for two, two-hour sessions. We do not have a venue yet but the course will run for 6-8 weeks.

RM wanted to know if we could charge people?

AP stated that we cannot charge but we may be able to put a proposal to the Welsh Assembly to use money form the Equality and Diversity fund to pay for the course.

Chair stated that on Terry Harpers recent visit he was quite anxious to promote Welsh Language.

Chair asks AP to explain what money was in the Equality and Diversity Fund.

AP explained that the fund was originally £5,000 but £2,500 had already been allocated to projects and therefore £2,500 left.

CH asked if the Diploma in Youth Work listed on the Finance spreadsheet was for Adele Morgan. AP confirmed that it was.

Computer Course -Thomastown Community Centre – a course is wanted by community. Tutor will cost £20 per hour, it is an accredited course by the Open College Network. Maximum of 10 people can attend. Overall cost for tutor will be £240.

A discussion then takes place about the course. Group agreed in principal on the condition that is it open to all of the community in Tonyrefail. 

Discussion then takes place about the course and helping the most disadvantaged in the area.

Billinguism AP informed the group that we are now in contact will a lady from Menteriaith who will do free translations.

A short discussion takes place about the design of billinguism posters.

Chair stated that we should keep all billinguism posters to show Welsh Assembly.
