	4.Lissa Bridge – Transition

  Clarification
	An open discussion was held where all members contributed. The group expressed confusion over previous information about the East and what their concerns were.

LB gave an outline of the next procedure in the transition phase. The main points being: -

· The appointment of new staff for the East

· The Development worker for the East then needs to get to know the community

· Events and consultations are then to take place to engage the community of the East 

· A Shadow Board can then be formed from interested parties

· Possibly a member of the Steering Group from the West could sit on Shadow Board (It was suggested by the group that maybe KS could do this as he is a resident in the East) 

· Working towards being one Tonyrefail Partnership by March 2009

Chair stated that as chair of an existing Partnership she should have been privy to the bid and the Steering Group have made every effort to engage the East.

LB said that she would fetch a more detailed timetable to the next meeting.

LB stated that if any member of the group had any other questions or concerns about this process then they are very welcome to contact her and AP.

The Chair expressed disappointment at the fact that the interview panel for the new appointments in the East do not involve any of Tonyrefail West Steering Group. The group suggested that Ken Seymour sit on the panel as he lives in the East.

The Chair would also like LB to invite the new development worker for the East to the next Partnership Meeting on the 24th September if in post by this date.

LB refers to the AGM and asks why the group wish to have the Director, Chris Bradshaw or a Welsh Assembly Member present at the next Partnership meeting? 

The Chair replied by saying that the Partnership were lost and felt that they would benefit from a figure head at a meeting.

LB explained that it is the Steering Groups responsibility to convey the information to the Partnership and reassure them of any concerns.

LB stated that she would however ask if one of them could attend a meeting.

LB also expressed to the group the importance of working on and completing the Action Plan by the deadline of the 1st September.  Chair explained that information about this had been late received and therefore passed to Partnership late.

Chair asked LB if there was any way that she could change the date of the Annual Monitoring Visit by Terry Harper as AP is on leave at that time?

LB said that she would have a look at swapping the time slot but as there is such a tight timetable it did not look hopeful.        
	

	5.Andy Phillips – Reports
	Playscheme very successful last week at Thomastown Community Centre.

The Training and Education Group held a meeting on the 18th July. This was the first meeting and very much a meet and greet. A discussion was held at the meeting about the ‘Financial Inclusion Day’ we are organising for October. Tonyrefail Comprehensive school representatives said they would like their sixth form students to attend the day, but would prefer the venue to be at the Leisure Centre rather than Thomastown Social Club.

AP asked the group how they felt about this as it had been previously decided to go to the club. It was agreed by the group to use the Leisure Centre as the venue for the Financial Inclusion Day. 

The sub group also discussed the possibility of starting a Tea Dance. 

RM stated that Kim Willis from E3 had spoken about an intergeneration project at a previous meeting and maybe the dances could link in. Possibly have dance classes in Community. 

Get Cooking  - going well, we have held sessions in Bethlehem Chapel and Thomastown Community Centre.

Paediatric First Aid Course – 17 members of Community have requested this training. Steering group agreed to go ahead with booking and agreed to the cost. 

Porth Carnival Update – two local schools attended workshops and Action for the Community of Edmundstown group attended workshops and the Carnival on the 12th July.

The group decided that we would not participate in the Lantern workshops being held for a parade in Porth.

AP asks the group for approval for AM to return to University to do her final year in a Diploma in Youth Work – all agreed to cost coming from Training and Development budget.

AP requested that as many of the Steering Group as possible attend an Action Plan Day on the 8th August 10am to 3pm at Llechwen Hall, Pontypridd.

AP then gave an update on the budgets.
